Trench warfare was the main mode of war on the Western Front during WWI. Soldiers of both
sides dug and hid in deep trenches. When fighting, they climbed out of the trenches under the
covering fire of machine guns, entered through barbed wires into the 'no-man's-land" (& A48 )
between the two front lines, and attacked the enemies with machine guns and poison gas. Even
though the trench warfare lowered the mobility of the soldiers, it was an effective defensive strategy
when fighting better equipped enemies.

The gap between Chinese labourers and
white labourers on their treatments led to the
labour strike in June 1867. In the spring of
that year, the wage of the Chinese labourers
rose from US$31 to US$35, which was still
far lower than the US$40 wage of the white
labourers. Moreover, different from the white
labourers, the Chinese labourers had to pay
for residencies, food and tools themselves.
Furthermore, the working hours of the
Chinese labourers were long, and they were
often put under dangerous circumstances. If
they tried to leave and find another job, they
would be beaten up and tied up.
